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Q. Why do we need to continue running the  annual 
fund drive? 
 

A. The Annual Fund Drive will provide us with the 
additional income needed to cover our parish operating 
expenses each year. Also, a portion of the funds raised 
through the AFD this year will be used to offset the cost 
of repairing/replacing the carpet inside of church.  
 
Q. Will my weekly collection contributions be a part of 
the annual fund drive?  
 

A. No. Gifts to the annual fund drive are over and above 
your weekly collection contributions. In addition to a gift 
towards the annual fund drive, we need everyone to 
continue their regular weekly collection contributions.  
 
Q. Can I make a pledge to the annual fund drive? 
 

A. Yes. Simply indicate the payment schedule you prefer 
on the pledge envelope. Pledges may be fulfilled between 
now and June 30, 2008. 
 
Q. Can I donate stock to the annual fund drive? 
 

A. Yes. We suggest you consult with your tax advisor to 
determine how this could affect your 2007 tax liability. 
 
Q. How do I find out if my employer will match my 
gift to the campaign? 
 

A. Many businesses have matching gift programs that 
multiply employee contributions by two or more times. 
Matching gift forms can usually be obtained from the 
company’s human resource department and should be sent 
to St. John’s with your annual fund drive gift.  
 
Q. Can I make my gift with a credit card? 
 

A. Yes. Annual Fund Drive gifts can be made with a 
credit card or through an electronic fund transfer from a 
donor’s checking account. This option can be helpful if 
you plan on making a pledge to the campaign - no need to 
write multiple checks during your pledge period.

 Our parish is currently involved in a 
stewardship enhancement initiative called 
Grateful Believers. This process holds at its 
core the goal to increase the meaningful 
involvement of the parish community in our 
ministries.  
 One major event in the process will be the 
Parish Ministry Fair where 70 ministries will be 
featured. This is a true testament to the vibrancy 
occurring throughout our parish, and evidence 
that Christ is alive in our work.    
 Your parish leaders are committed to 
providing the necessary resources, both people 
and dollars, to ensure that all ministries 
throughout the parish can continue to flourish 
and grow. A cornerstone element to this process 
is the success of this year’s Parish Annual Fund 
Drive.  
 The purpose of the Annual Fund Drive is to 
raise additional funds over and above the 
weekly collections. These funds will help offset 
the costs associated with operating our parish 
and its many ministries - in addition, a portion 
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Goal # 1: The first $100,000 raised will benefit the 
operation of the parish and its ministries. 
 

Weekly collections, parish fundraisers, and other 
miscellaneous donations have not been able to cover our 
operating costs in recent years. To improve this situation, 
the first $100,000 of unrestricted annual fund gifts will go 
directly to parish operational expenses. Parish operational 
expenses are detailed in the chart below.  
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* Chart represents parish operating expenses for the current fiscal year. Revenue to 
cover these expenses comes from the weekly collections, the Annual Fund Drive, 
Festival, Monte Carlo, and other miscellaneous donations. School expenses (faculty/
staff salaries & benefits, school plant operation) are not included in the chart.  

of the funds are being used for a church carpet 
project (details below).  
 
NEW THIS YEAR: Portion of Funds to Benefit 
Church Carpet Repair/Replacement 
 A portion of the funds raised through the AFD 
this year will be used to offset the cost of 
repairing/replacing the carpet inside of church - 
you may have noticed the carpet coming unglued 
and rising from the floor throughout the church, 
especially, in the aisles.  
 Below is a breakdown of how the AFD funds 
will be used: 
 

1. The first $100,000 raised will benefit the 
operation of the parish and its ministries. 

 

2. Funds raised above $100,000 will be used to 
help with the cost of repairing/replacing the 
carpet in church (estimates are currently being 
gathered for the project).  

 

3. Once the obligations of #1 & 2 are fulfilled, 
any additional funds raised through the AFD 
will benefit the Emergency Reserve Fund to 
cover unexpected and/or future expenses, 
repairs, and projects.  

  

 To achieve great results once again, we need 
everyone’s support. We are calling on the entire 
parish community to prayerfully consider 
supporting this year’s campaign. Your support 
will provide the additional funding needed to 
continue our work to further God’s Kingdom in 
our parish community. 

Goal # 2: Funds raised above $100,000 will be used 
to help with the cost of repairing/replacing the 
carpet in church.  
 

Estimates are currently being gathered for the project - 
both carpet and tile are being considered. No final costs 
have been determined, however, early projections show a 
potential cost between $20,000 and $40,000.   
 
Goal # 3: Once the obligations of Goals # 1 & 2 are 
fulfilled, additional funds raised through the AFD 
will benefit the Parish Emergency Reserve Fund.  
 

This fund is held to cover unexpected and/or future 
expenses, repairs, and projects.  
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
