Just a thought...IRA Contributions

Did you know that an IRA owner, age 70 % or older,
can directly transfer tax-free, up to $100,000 per year
to an eligible charitable organization? This tax year
2007 is the last year for this option. Eligible IRA
owners can take advantage of this provision,
regardless of whether they itemize their deductions.
To qualify, the funds must be contributed directly by
the IRA trustee to the eligible charity. Amounts so
transferred are not taxable and no deduction is
available for the amount given to the charity.
