They were asked to wait to open them until a prayer 
service was held thanking the people who brought them 
and thanking God for taking care of them. In her box 
she remembers getting a pair of socks, toothpaste, 
toothbrush, playing cards, a soft toy and many more 
small things. The person who made the box put all their 
hard work into making it special.  Now she is giving a 
box back to another child that will enjoy it and maybe 
feel what she felt when she opened hers. She says that 
she is thankful that she can now give back so other 
children can be happy, like she is now. 
 

ARE YOU AWARE  that our second grade Brownies 
Troop 772 wanted to share a little of their good fortune 
and make a brighter Christmas season for others this 
year? The troop worked to identify a need within the 
parish – our shut-ins. The Brownies provided 6 fleece 
scarves and made 6 fleece lap blankets. The girls did 
extra errands around the house and emptied piggy banks 
collecting 804 pennies, 410 nickels, 357 dimes, 212 
quarters and many dollar bills (Total of $135) which 
were used to purchase grocery items, toiletries, stamps 
along with Walgreen and Kroger certificates. (Shopping 
Cents, I am sure!)
