I left 
very moved. Good job, staff and First Communicants!

ARE YOU AWARE that we have had some difficulty 
collecting our last few payments of tuition this year due 
to the housing situation and how many people that 
effects? To date, we have $44,000 in outstanding 
tuition. Usually by this time we are down to the teens. 
Please pray that these families can get back on their feet 
and return again next year. Also, we lost one of our big 
donors to the Help- A-Student program. This program 
makes it possible for some families to attend our school; 
without it, there would be no way they can come up 
with the tuition. If you are thinking about helping out St.
