ARE YOU AWARE  that we have 503 students 
attending our school in grades K thru 8? Our 4-year-
old preschool program is full and we began a 3-year-
old program as well. Our enrollment increased over 
30 students from last year and 60+ students attend St. 
John’s compared to two years ago. Ann Fisher (who 
started our kindergarten program in 1985) is our new 
half-day kindergarten teacher. Jason Anderson has 
joined our faculty as the new second grade teacher. 
Jason has four years experience. Mary Lou Smith is 
new to our school, bringing a wealth of experience to 
her fifth grade students. She has 25 years of teaching 
and 13 years as principal – all in the Archdiocese of 
Cincinnati. A new psychologist and a new 
intervention specialist have also joined our faculty. 
All these wonderful additions to start this new school 
year. We are blessed. 
 
ARE YOU AWARE that we are very close to 
closing the books on this past fiscal year? This is the 
first year that school is billing us for tuition and 
subsidy, as well as, the first year that school is 
picking up their share of some of the billing, such as 
the electric, gas, water, fire suppression system, septic 
tank monitoring, payroll, insurance etc. This system 
will make our parish figures more accurate – we will 
only be paying parish bills. Before this new system 
took affect, all billing and all income came through 
my office and what school could not pay, we did 
through the parish subsidy. With set parameters we 
will all have a better grasp on our costs and income.  
 
ARE YOU AWARE that our Joseph’s Group is just 
about finished with Father’s house? He now has a 
shower on the first floor, laundry on the first floor, the 
termites and their damage are gone, the front walls 
have been made sturdy, and he has a new deck off the 
back of the home. The estimates we received prior to 
the improvements, if you remember, were over 
$50,000. Joseph group has done the entire project for 
just about $3,000. Thank you, thank you!!!!!!!!!
