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From the Pastor’s Desk 
The Triduum - the great feast of the death and resurrection of Christ

“Let us ever glory in the cross 
of Christ, our salvation and our 
hope…Let us ever glory in the 
cross of Christ and the triumph 
of God’s great love.” With 
these words on our lips on 
March 20, Thursday evening of 
Holy Week, we begin the 
holiest time of the year—the 
great feast of the death and 
resurrection of Christ. We call it 
the Triduum, a three-day 

celebration. From Holy Thursday evening to Easter 
Sunday evening, we have one continuous celebration. 
During this time we recall and celebrate the dying and 
rising of Christ. His death and resurrection are made 
present to us. These are the three days through which 
the elect die a death like Christ’s, and through which 
they rise again into new life with him forever. In the 
liturgies of these three days, the power and grace of our 
own baptism is stirred on a deep level. On Holy 
Saturday night (and on Easter Sunday) we renew our 
baptismal promises and once again are united to Christ’s 
Paschal Mystery—the complete gift of himself for the 
life of the world. 
     If you want to know who we are, if you want to learn 
what it means to be a Catholic, what it means to be a  

disciple of Jesus and a member of his Church, the 
Triduum is a necessity. These three days are the center 
of our identity as the Body of Christ. For this is the time 
we remember the passion, death, and resurrection of 
Jesus Christ—what we call the Paschal Mystery.  
      These three days are really one three-day liturgy, one 
continuous celebration. We are not reenacting three 
events from the life of Jesus. We do not pretend that 
these events have not already happened. Each liturgical 
service is interconnected with the others. We do not just 
commemorate the institution of the Eucharist on Holy 
Thursday or just the crucifixion on Good Friday. What 
we commemorate during this one continuous liturgy is 
the cross of Jesus Christ and the life that comes from it 
through death. 
 “Let us ever glory in the cross of Christ, our 
salvation and our hope…”  These words are the focus of 
our three days and for the liturgy and the rituals that 
mark this celebration: for example, the washing of feet, 
the veneration of the cross, the initiation of the elect, 
and the renewal of our baptismal promises. While we 
mark each day by remembering a specific aspect of the 
Paschal Mystery, the focus is not just that particular 
event. The focus is on Christ our salvation because 
through him and through his cross we are saved and 
made free—and that takes a feast which lasts three days 
until we enter into the feast that will last forever.

Peace & Justice Ministry 
Solidarity

 Solidarity 
 
This is the eighth article from the Peace and Justice 
Ministry on the Church’s teachings on social 
justice.  Some of the ideas for this article are from 
Marvin L. Krier Mich’s book, The Challenge and 
Spirituality of Catholic Social Teaching.    The first 
theme is: Life and Dignity of the Human Person.  
The second theme is:  Call to Family, Community, 
and Participation. The third theme is: Rights and 
Responsibilities.  The fourth theme is:  Option for 
the Poor and Vulnerable.   The fifth theme is: The 
Dignity of Work and the Rights of Workers.  This 
article is about the sixth theme: Solidarity. 
 
In Sharing Catholic Social Teaching: Challenges 
and Directions, The U.S. Catholic bishops wrote 
“We are our brothers’ and sisters’ keepers, 
wherever they live.  We are one human family, 
whatever our national, racial, ethnic, economic, and 
ideological differences.  Learning to practice the 
virtue of solidarity means learning that “loving our 
neighbor” has global dimensions in an 
interdependent world.  
 
The Catechism of the Catholic Church states: 

Solidarity is manifested in the first place by 
the distribution of goods and remuneration 
for work.  It also presupposes the effort for 
a more just social order where tensions are 
better able to be reduced and conflicts more 
readily settled by negotiation. (1940) 
 

It further states: 
Socio-economic problems can be resolved 
only with the help of all the forms of 
solidarity: solidarity of the poor among 
themselves, between rich and poor, of 
workers among themselves, between 
employers and employees in a business, 
solidarity among nations and peoples.  

International solidarity is a requirement of 
the moral order; world peace depends in 
part upon this. (1941) 
 

Another point in the Catechism is:  “Solidarity is an 
eminently Christian virtue.  It practices the sharing 
of spiritual goods even more than material 
ones.”    (1948) 
 
Mich gives his chapter on solidarity the title 
“Solidarity: War and Peace.”  He writes about “the 
issue of war, as an expression of the failure of 
solidarity between nations.”  He discusses the 
theme of forgiveness “as a dimension of solidarity 
and a requirement for building peace.”   He 
explains the just war tradition, pacifism, active 
nonviolence, and preventive war as responses to 
war.  He concludes his chapter “with the notion that 
our understanding of the ethics of war and peace is 
still developing within the Catholic tradition.”  
 
Next month’s article will focus on Mich’s chapter 
on solidarity: war, forgiveness, the responses to 
war, and the Catholic understanding of the ethics of 
war.
